What QI training is available for trainers or educational supervisors in 
Wales? 

The QIST Fundamentals of Improvement workshops for Educational 
Supervisors/Trainers includes specialty specific guidance for supporting 
and mentoring individuals with QI activities. 

Trainers are also able to attend the two-day Improvement in Practice 
workshop. 

Do I have to attend both days of the Improvement in Practice 
workshop?  

Yes, to complete the Improvement in Practice workshop programme, 
delegates must attend both day 1 and day 2 of the same workshop. 

Is it possible to get accreditation for completing Improvement in 
Practice? 

Yes.  Individuals will receive an attendance certificate following completion 
of the workshop programme. 

To gain accreditation at Improvement in Practice level, individuals will need 
to complete a QI project as part of the programme.  The completed project 
can be submitted to the QIST Team for assessment. 

If your project meets the assessment criteria, you will be awarded with 
Improvement in Practice accreditation. 

Is ongoing QI support available after attending workshops? 

Yes.  In addition to the materials that can be found in our resource library, 
we also offer one-to-one QI project support with one of the QIST Tutors as 
part of the Fundamentals of Improvement and the Improvement in Practice 
workshop programme.
